SCHOOL ATTENDANCE 

Para Meadows School requires students between 

the ages of four and eighteen to maintain 

enrolment and to attend this school.  
 

All students who are enrolled at school, 

regardless of age, are expected to attend this 

school whenever instruction is provided. 

Regular attendance is essential to assist students 

to maximise their potential.  
 

The school, in partnership with parents/carers, is 

responsible for promoting regular attendance of 

students. Encouraging regular attendance is a 

core school responsibility. 
 

Para Meadows School day is 8:30am to 3pm.  

Staff are on duty between these times to provide 

supervision. Classes begin at 9am and conclude 

at 2:40 pm to assist with student transport.  
 

It is very important to student learning and 

daily planning that students are here as 

close to 9am as possible.  
 

Students arriving late are 

missing daily information and 

causing disruptions to the 

learning of peers. 

If your child is having regular 

problems establishing and 

maintaining morning routines 

because of medical or behavioural issues, please 

contact me and we can discuss options.  

However, it is best for all students to be in class 

before 10am, during the establishment of the 

morning routine which includes both activities 

and social interactions.  
 

If your child cannot be in school by 10am 

please contact me as they have already 

been marked absent for the day. 

 

EXEMPTIONS  

Students with medical certificates can apply for 

partial attendance for short periods of time, this 

is through consultation with the local Director of 

Public Schools and is only granted on a five to 

ten week plan only. 

 

EXTENDED LEAVE 

Family holidays and travel are no longer 

considered as an exemption from school.  
 

Travel outside of vacation period is 

considered an absence. Parents and carers are 

required to contact the school to apply for a 

Certificate of Extended Leave which covers 

domestic or international travel for the purpose 

of a family holiday, family business, bereavement 

or other reasons, which should be specified on 

the application.
